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Method - Baked Cheesecake

In the bowl of a stand mixer (or using hand beaters) combine cream
cheese, sour cream and caster sugar and beat until mixture is smooth.

STEP 5

Add eggs one at a time, beating well between each addition. Add
Queen Natural Choc Flavouring Paste and beat until mixture is well
combined and smooth, then pour info the prepared pan and smooth the
top.

STEP 6

Bake in a preheated oven for 50 minutes to 1 hour or until the filling is
just set. The mixture may have a slight wobble in the centre but it will
firm up once cool. When the cheesecake is cooked, turn the oven off
and leave the door ajar and leave the cheesecake to come completely
to room temperature (this will prevent the surface cracking).

STEP 7

Once cool, refrigerate for a minimum 4 hours to chill. Remove from pan
and place on a serving plate.
