V4 cup toasted cashews, chopped Add the sugar and vanilla bean paste and mix well. Continue to cook,
stirring often, until the mixture thickens and most of the moisture has
evaporated (about 10 minutes), then remove from heat, add the
cardamom and cashews and stir to incorporate.

STEP 3

Cool the mixture down to a temperature you can work with and roll the
mixture into tablespoon sized round balls, then toss in desiccated
coconut. Store in an airtight container in the fridge until ready to serve.
